DEPARTMENT HAVE CONFIRMED
THEY WILL NEVER ASK FOR
ANYTHING FROM THE CARD AS
THEY ALREADY KNOW EVERYTHING
ABOUT IT.

So. Be prepared for this eventuality.
You would do well to contact the real
MASTERCARD/VISA department and
warn them that this scam is active.
