MORRIS MOTORS REMEMBERED

The highlight of my second visit to Oxford Bus Museum was to see the completed restoration of
the Morris Motors Band coach after nearly 7 years of meticulous work.
The former shell that had been stripped down and all
rotten wood replaced has been transformed to its
former glory.
It is a fitting tribute to Wiliam Morris, who had
donated the custom built coach to replace an older
one to carry the famous works brass band in 196l.
Until some 20 years ago coaches with front or
underfloor engines did not have boots large enough
to carry band instruments so Wadhams constructed a
coach body with raised rear portion so that
passengers sat above a cavernous boot below them
('in similar fashion to the deck-and a half BEA airport
transfer coaches).
Built on a Morris FF chassis, it is unique with many interior fittings from standard BMC pars and
seat covering is blue patterned vinyl used in the Mini. Rear light clusters came from an Austin
Princess and flashers from Lucas, both very difficult to obtain after so many years. The interior
rear dome has been replaced in original art deco style, although some metal fittings have had to
be replaced by wood replicas.

14 LFC has 27 seats and one can imagine the band leader proudly sitting in the front single seat
alongside the driver. The coach is painted in deep blue with cream above the waistrail and
is a magnificent sight, a really nostalgic reminder of the glory days.

As mentioned last month, William Morris was
involved in bus operation, albiet illegally,

in 1913. In the Morris Museum | discovered that this
was to benefit his workers as horse

drawn trams were unable to get up the hill to his
new works in Cowley that replaced his

original factory at the former Military Training
College. Whilst the Council prevaricated

about their replacement by motor buses, an
exasperated William Morris forced the issue and
purchased his own and ran the service. When the
Council belatedly authorised motor buses, he

sold the enterprise as his object had been achieved.

Welfare of others was an integral part of the life of William Morris. Itis recorded that he
manufactured an Iron Lung that was a new treatment for those who suffered Tuberculosis
and provided one free of charge to every hospital. He also arranged for a contract to
maintain these every year. Although he amassed a great fortune, he was a generous
benefactor to medical causes, mainly due to his his unfulfilled ambition to be a doctor. In his
lifetime he donated an incredible £30million through the Nuffield Foundation to fund medical
and scientific research.

So, William Morris is remembered nearly half a century after his death. | wonder how many of
today's financiers who are trousering millions will be remembered for philanthropic activities in
50 years time? Owen

When someone at work announced that they were arranging a trip to see the Olympic
Park and, on the way, to call in to see progress at the Lea Valley White Water Rafting
venue, then | jumped at the chance to go.

The trip, not free by any means, involved meeting up at the Marriott Hotel Cheshunt for a
briefing by the Hertfordshire Manager for the 2012 Games, who is employed by Herts
County Council. After coffee and pastries (it was half an hour since I'd eaten breakfast) we
boarded a coach that would take us to our first stop, the construction site that will be the
White Water Rafting. This is actually in Hertfordshire, something that the County Council is
understandably very pleased about.

After some H&S formalities we went
up above the site huts to a viewing
platform and looked out on the
construction work, which was taking
shape. My photo shows the map of
the site, which was attached to the
parapet of the platform and the view
out across the site. The huge lagoon
is to the right, pump-fed from the
aquifer, and the facilities complex is at
the far side of the site, which is at the
start of the white water course. Water
is pumped up from the lagoon at a huge rate and raised more than 5m before being fed
into the channel. The course is 300m long and ends up back in the lagoon. The channel is
actually built with a smooth profile — it is the rocks which are strategically placed in the
channel that create the turbulence. We heard a lot about legacy — one of the main reasons
why we won the Games was to do with what would happen after the month of Olympics
and ParaOlympics.

The Centre will become the British Aquatics rafting centre, taking over from the facility on
the River Trent and a second, smaller, channel is being built which will give the general
public a chance to enjoy white water rafting in the future. The big channel will remain for
the elite rafters, as it will be quite hairy. Some of the viewing area will be modified for
mountain biking. It's located just in Hertfordshire, on the north side of the A121 about
halfway between Waltham Cross and Waltham Abbey and used to be a recreational park
in the Lea Valley.

Off then to be shown round the Lea
Valley Athletics Centre, on the site
formally known as Pickets Lock. A
vast indoor and outdoor facility, and
home to most of Team GB athletics
stars. We had a couple of famous
names pointed out to us, warming
up in the middle of the indoor track.
£16million to build, and it's really a
big indoor arena with all the gym
areas, indoor javelin ( they are
special lightweight designs that are
caught in the netting). This won’t be used at the Olympics but our athletes will be based
there.



Back on the coach to Stratford and, by this time it was lunch. We were split into two
groups, one lot lunched (I was in this first group) while the other group went up to the
viewing galley on the top deck of a 21 storey block of flats. This was a specially built add-
on as it was realised at an early stage that the site needs to be seen from above to see
what was going on, as it's on such a large scale. All the dignitaries see the site from there,
including the South African premier the day before us.

| hadn’'t appreciated how

constrained the site was,

railways cutting through in all

directions, the Stratford

international station right in the

middle, and they had the River

Lea to contend with. In reality,

the river will be a great feature

of the site and is also being

used to bring in many of the

construction materials. Some of

the excavated material has

been sent up to the White Water Rafting site to build up the ground off the flood plain. My
photo shows the Stratford Shopping centre under construction — this will be the biggest in
Europe they say — and the Olympic Village, which will house 17,000 athletes. Behind this
is the aquatics centre, with the curvey roof, and behind that it's possible to see the outline
of the athletics stadium. To the right, but not really visible, is the velodrome for the cycling.

It's a far cry from the computer graphics that everyone has seen on the TV with the
transformation to a wonderful green site, but there are two years to go, and they say they
are on schedule.

As to what happens afterwards, there is a debate going on as to whether West Ham can
take over the stadium for their football, or whether the athletics will get it.

We all said we’d like to go again to see it nearing completion, and then it was all aboard
the coach and back to the Matrriot for tea and biscuits. Mmmm.

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A Treatise on the Importance of Smoke - by Joseph L ucas (?)

All electrical components and wiring harnesses depend on proper circuit functioning, which
is the transmission of charged ions by retention of the visible spectral manifestation known
as "smoke."

Smoke is the thing that makes electrical circuits work. Don't be fooled by scientists and
engineers talking about excited electrons and the like. Smoke is the key to all things
electrical.

We know this to be true because every time one lets the smoke out of an electrical circuit,
it stops working. This can be verified repeatedly through empirical testing. For example, if
one places a large copper bar across the terminals of a battery, prodigious quantities of
smoke are liberated and the battery shortly ceases to function. In addition, if one observes
smoke escaping from an electrical component such as a Lucas voltage regulator, it will
also be observed that the component no longer functions.

The logic is elementary and inescapable! The function of the wiring harness is to conduct
the smoke from one device to another. When the wiring harness springs a leak and lets all
the smoke out of the system, nothing works right afterward.

Starter motors were considered unsuitable for British motorcycles for some time largely
because they regularly released large quantities of smoke from the electrical system.

It has been reported that Lucas electrical components are possibly more prone to electrical
leakage than their Bosch, Japanese or American counterparts. Experts point out that this
is because Lucas is British, and all things British leak. British engines leak oil, British
shock absorbers, hydraulic forks, and disc brake systems leak fluid, British tyres leak air
and British Intelligence leaks National Defence secrets.

Therefore, it follows that British electrical systems must leak smoke. Once again, the logic
is clear and inescapable.

Sometimes you may miss the component releasing the smoke that makes your electrical
system function correctly, but if you sniff around you can often find the faulty component
by the undeniable and telltale smoke smell. Sometimes this is a better indicator than
standard electrical tests performed with a volt-ohm meter.

In conclusion, the basic concept of transmission of electrical energy in the form of smoke
provides a clear and logical explanation of the mysteries of electrical components and why
they fail. "A gentleman does not motor about after dark." - Joseph Lucas, 1842 - 1903
