The Glacier Express

As a birthday present for Lesley; one of those milestones birthdays, 21 so soon, we took a trip
on one of the Great Rail Journey holidays, The Glacier Express. Although 4 months before
the birthday we went in February so that we would see Switzerland in all it's snowy glory.

We met Martin, our tour manager, at the magnificently refurbished St Pancras station; an
appropriate start for a classic journey and 1% class all the way. Eurostar to Paris before
transferring on to a TGV to Dijon.

I've often thought | would like to be a tour manager but the incident in Dijon has certainly
given me second thoughts. We were asked to be in the hotel reception by 8.40am sharp for
coach transfer to the station to catch a 9.20 train. We were there but the coach wasn’t and
the company couldn’t be raised by phone. So how do you get 40 mature age people, with
luggage, to a station 3 miles away in half an hour? The chances of getting enough taxis early
Sunday morning were very slim. Salvation came with a sharp eyed hotel porter who spotted
a bus the other side of the road about 150 metres away, he dashed over with the rest of us
following at a pace Usain Bolt would have been proud and got the driver to take us, totally
filling the bus in the process and leaving a handful of French patriots looking very bemused.
We can only assume the bus was going to the station anyway.

From here back on a TGV and on to Switzerland, via Lausanne; then along the Rhone valley
to Brig, our base for the next few days. All travel in Switzerland was based on the Swiss
Pass, a form of season ticket which also gave discounts on cable cars etc. Whilst on the
subject every train was on time, even in snowy conditions. They were also clean; we even
saw a team hoovering up cigarette ends on the railway lines in front of the platforms.

On the first full day in Brig we took an
excursion along a mountain Rack and Pinion
ralway up to Zermatt; from there,
accompanied by skiers, on up to Gornegrat
where we were rewarded with dramatic views
of the Matterhorn in all its glory; lack of time
prevented us from climbing it.

The following day’s excursion took us into the
Bernese Oberland to Interlaken, then onto
Grindwald; from here accompanied by more
skiers we took a cable car up to Schreckfeld
with stunning views of the Wetterhorn, Eiger
and Jungfrau. This time our attempt at
climbing the Eiger's north face was thwarted
by a little too much cloud.

An optional excursion the following day took
us on the Centovalli Railway through part of
Italy to Locarno on the northern bank of Lake
Maggiore. It was difficult to believe that we
were in February in a country noted for snow
and basking in sunshine by the side of a lake.



The following day we left Brig by the famous
Glacier Express, probably the slowest express
in the world, along the Rhone valley to
Andermatt, before spiralling up to the Aberalp
pass and across a high deep snow covered
plateau before meeting the Rhine and then on
to Chur, our base for the next few days.

The following days excursion took us on the
Bermina Express, this must be one of the
most dramatic railways in the world; taking us
over viaducts, including the famous

Landwasser curving viaduct, over deep ravines and spiralling up through mountains, over the
Bermina Pass to Poschiavo before going on to St Moritz where a few of the grown up kids re-
enacted their childhood with the art of snowballing.

Next day was the start of the journey home
travelling along the Rhine, out of Switzerland
and another test for Martin our tour manager.
It was the day of storms over Western Europe
delaying the train outside Cologne, missing
our scheduled connection and with the threat
of missing the last train to Brussels. We
eventually arrived at our hotel in Brussels
after midnight, five hours late, c’est |a vie.

The last full day in Switzerland took us high
up to Arosa at the foot of the Weisshorn
where we again joined skiers in a cable car to
the top where the wind appeared to blow at
gale force. After a bowl of Goulashsuppen,
and in an effort to take advantage of the
scenery, some of us decided to walk down.

The final leg was back to St Pancras via Eurostar and a chance to look back, reminiscing at

an active and enjoyable holiday.

SOUTH AFRICA — PANORAMA TOUR

After a long journey on Emirates Airlines flying via Dubai, Mick and | arrived at the Ritz Hotel,
Cape Town, late afternoon on 8th March. Our tour guide Heidi was there to meet us and said
there were only two other couples on the tour. We all met up that evening for dinner in the
revolving restaurant on the 21st floor of the hotel, so had a splendid view of Cape Town by night.
Our room was on the 10th floor and from our balcony, looking right was Table Mountain, straight
ahead the new stadium for the Football World Cup and to the left the Victoria & Albert Waterfront.

The next morning we left the hotel at 8.00 am for a full day exploring the Cape Peninsula. We had
a 16-Seater mini-bus so plenty of room to spread out. Took the coast road first, passing a very
large township of shacks on the outskirts of Cape Town, which made one realise the disparity of
living conditions. On to Bantry Bay, Clifton and Llandudno, then to Hout Bay fishing village for a
short stop. Continued to Noordhoek and entered Cape Peninsula National Park, where we saw
several troops of baboon. On to the Cape of Good Hope and Cape Point Lighthouse - a long
climb - it had turned very warm by then. Returned the other side of the Cape, False Bay to
Simon's Town for lunch and to see the colony of Jackass Penguins. Carried on past Fish
Hoek and Mulzenberg to get the cable car up Table Mountain. It was such a beautiful clear
day, the views from the top were spectacular. Our last visit was a diamond factory, where we
were greeted with a large glass of wine - most acceptable. Returned to the hotel for a short
rest then out to dinner.

10th March - another 8.00 am start for a tour of the Winelands.

First to Franschhoek Valley, stopping to visit Huguenot Memorial and Museum, then a walk
round the village, before going on to a wine tasting. Next stop Stellenbosch (in a
thunderstorm) for lunch. Later in sunshine to the village museum to tour houses of different
generations of Dutch design, followed by another wine tasting and cellar tour to finish off the
day.

Next day, up at 6.00 am, packed case and ready to leave by 8.00 am. Drove north-east to
Worcester, then east, passing through Robertson, Montagu and on to Barrydale for lunch. A
most interesting drive on Route 62, mountainous with ever changing landscapes. Continued
our journey to Oudtshoorn Inn and after an hour's rest, left to go to a working ostrich farm
to see their breeding programme. Had dinner there - ostrich of course - most tasty. In this
area many ostrich farms with hundreds of ostrich in all directions.

Off again next-morning, first stop Cango Caves for a guided tour, continued to the coast and
the Garden Route. Over the Outeniqua Pass, via George, to the town of Knysna for lunch
and then a walk to the Waterfront to be picked up at 3.30pm. One of the couples was
missing so the others went in different directions to look for them. The husband was waiting
not far away but not his wife, the next hour was rather fraught, she was eventually found in a
harassed state and most apologetic. On to Wilderness, the Beach Hotel, overlooking the
ocean and a sandy beach. Many steps down then a long walk on the beach to blow the
cobwebs away. Back for a glass of wine and ready for a good dinner.

Another 8.30am start, a quick stop to look at a private collection of classic cars and on to
Plettenberg Bay for a photo stop. Drove over Bloukrans Bridge traversing a deep gorge 216
metres below, stopped to watch people bungee jumping from the bridge, most impressed - rather
them than me. Now leaving Western Cape province and entering Eastern Cape and Tsitsikamma
National Park. Here we embarked on a rather strenuous walk, lots of climbing up and down to
reach Storms River Mouth suspension bridges, well worth the effort. Carried on to Port Elizabeth
and checked into Paxton Hotel at 5.20pm. Rest and drink, dinner at 8.00pm, again very good,
butas in America, very large portions always served.

A lie-in the next day as did not leave the hotel until 10.30am, stopped at the beach for a short time
then on to the airport for flight to Durban in the Kwazulu Natal province. Met by new driver, still a
16 seater mini-bus, to the hotel in the beachside resort of Umhlanga on the outskirts of Durban for
2 nights.



As the weather was not too good the next morning, Heidi arranged a visit to Shark Board H.Q. We
joined a class of teenagers to watch a Java shark being dissected, informative but very smelly.
Also learnt what other sharks occur most often on the Natal/Durban coast. Weather improved, so
to the beach for 1%zhrs, back to hotel for a leisurely afternoon by the pool.

On the move once again towards Zululand, drove 2% hrs. to Richards Bay, short stop, thento a
rural craft and fruit market run by the local women as a sort of co-operative. The fruit was
exceptionally cheap, packs of 5 or 6 small pineapples only 3 Rands (about 30 pence) and huge
mango at give away prices. The crafts, all handmade, wooden carvings, basketwork and lots of
bead-work, some most intricate. Continued to St. Lucia, the Elephant Lake Hotel. At 4.00pm a
boat safari on Lake St. Lucia, saw many hippos, 3 fish eagles, herons and storks. During
dinner we were entertained with Zulu music and dancing.

Up very early to get to Hluhluwe-Umfolozi Game Reserve for a 6.00am game drive for 3
hours, saw elephant, rhino, giraffe and gazelle. Afterwards, drove to the tiny Kingdom of
Swaziland, a former British Protection Territory. Stopped en-route to visit the Swazi candle
factory. At the border very strict, saw lorries being thoroughly searched and we had to get
out to have our passports stamped. Long drive, mountainous scenery, lots of rivers and
waterfalls. Reached the hotel which was like a game lodge in beautiful forest grounds. During
the night had a dramatic thunderstorm, torrential rain, thought we would be flooded out but
woke to a fine sunny morning.

Travelled to Mbabane, capital of Swaziland to a glass works for a demonstration of glass
blowing, Back to a different border post to Matsamo Cultural Village, watched Zulu dancing
and singing, toured the village and was told of their culture. Returned into South Africa to
Mpumalanga province, again spectacular scenery, high passes, deep gorges, lots of rivers
and waterfalls. Reached the hotel at White River in a rather remote lovely setting beside Pine
Lake.

Another early start, left hotel at 5.00am to reach Kruger National Park by 6.00am for a full day
game drive, with a stop for lunch at a Rest Camp. The 6 of us and Heidi in an open-top vehicle
which was rather chilly at that time in the morning. Saw elephants, buffalo, kudu, zebra impala, 1
rhino, hippos and crocodiles, many species of birds, but no big cats. After being so fortunate
in seeing all the big cats last year in Kenya, was rather disappointed with Kruger. Back to
Pine Lake Hotel and an early night.

Saturday 20th March, left hotel at 7.30am to explore part of the scenic Panorama Route,
magnificent panoramic views. First stop, Pinnacle, an unusual rock formation in a very deep
gorge, then God's Window. Next Bourke's Luck Potholes, these had been formed over
millions of years by the raging rivers that met from different directions cutting into the rocks.
Also over a wide area cascading waterfalls. Continued on the panoramic journey, ever
changing landscapes and wonderful scenery to Centurion, a suburb of Pretoria, to Hotel
Protea Waterfront. We all met up for a drink as it was Paul's birthday, then had last dinner
together.

Next morning packed case for last time (had never fully unpacked) and said our '‘Goodbyes’
as we were all travelling on different airlines. An hours drive to Johannesburg Airport, flight
at 2.10pm. With time difference, arrived Dubai 12.30am then onwards flight 2.55am arriving
Gatwick 6.35am, collected car and home at 9.20am, 22nd March.

South Africa is such a vast country with grand vistas and ever changing scenery. Growing
wine and wheat in the south, further north sugar beet and all types of fruit, followed by
maize and more fruit. We travelled a fair distance and saw such diverse habitation and
people but so much more to see, would like to visit again.
