Here comes summer... Or maybe those few warms days last weekend were it...

The May break was a bit chilly to say the least, starting off with a thin sweatshirt on Friday, but
by Sunday it was definitely a three warm layers day. | went to ‘The Big Pit" with Jim & Chris
Hannaford and John Foster, as one of our day trips on the Hereford weekend. As the mine
was a pretty temperate 54F (or 12C) it was a welc ome relief from the seemingly arctic blast
on the hillside above. A sustaining soup and a roll later, we covered the remainder of the
exhibition above ground quite quickly and headed off to follow a trail of puffing smoke — It was
coming from a beautifully kept Saddle-tank dockyard loco that was doing a very short run for
what we thought was a lot of money — however it was meant to be a kid’'s teddy bear’s picnic
run with a picnic thrown in.

In order to find the train, we had first ventured from the ‘Big
Pit’ car-park on foot for about 100 yards down a track till we
saw the station complex in the distance.

Honington Gymkhana Another fantastic event by Chelmsford MC which saw a near
capacity 60 car entry and included six CSMA entries.

There were ten courses during
the day as well as four skill tests to do. At the end of the day I lost first place by just one
second, but the top six were only separated by six seconds. Thoroughly good fun and if

Silverstone AutoSolo Another good event around the car park at Silverstone race
circuit, which saw a full entry of 60 cars taking part, with three CSMA members entered.
The event was dry thoughout but we all needed faster cars to keep up with the lighter
versions. The next one at this venue will be in October.

Gravel Autotest We had four CSMA entries out on this new event to us and a good time

was had by all. Plenty of gravel to slide around on, which made it like a wet grass event but with more traction, and
proper facilities on site. The site is quite small, so only one test can be laid out at a time, but we did get through
five tests and three runs at each.

Future Events

A late addition to this month’s sporting calendar

Tewin Water Diamond Classic
Tewin Water, Welwyn, Herts
20th June 2010

The Tewin Water Diamond Classic commemorates the 60" Anniversary of the Tewin
Water Speed Trials, first held at Tewin Water on June 18" 1950. Colin Chapman, the
founder of Lotus Cars drove one of his earliest cars, the Lotus Mark 2 in the 1950
event. Other well known competitors at Tewin Water included Claude Tipper in a
Formula 3 Monaco, Don Moore in an MG P Type, Brian Lister in a Cooper MG and
George Symonds in a Formula 3 Cooper. George Symonds also raced an MG R
Type, which he bought from Malcolm Campbell in the 1930's. George’s son Richard
lives in The Stables at Tewin Water.

The Tewin Water Diamond Classic will evoke the spirit and heritage of the original
event. It will be a timed demonstration, organised by the Falcon Motor Club Ltd. The
cars taking part will be classic and sports cars from the 1930s to the 1970s.
Membership of the Falcon Motor Club to the end of the year is included in the entry
fee. A competition licence is not needed for the event. The number of cars taking part
will be strictly limited on a first come, first served basis. The Falcon Motor Club will
organise the motoring event and a Tewin Water residents’ committee will organise
refreshments and other activities for spectators.

Spectators will be limited to the friends and families of participants, Falcon Motor
Club members and Tewin Water residents. We hope this will be a real community
event which celebrates the motoring and community heritage of Tewin Water. There
will be a display area for the cars taking part by the vineyard and the lawn in front of
the main house, and an opportunity to view an impressive array of classic cars both
in the display area, and in action at a viewing point along the access road.
